e Vocabulary on page 2

Underline in
GREEN the adjectives and the positive sentences about the garden.

e Two or three volunteers make a short summery of the lesson before

e Underline in PURPLE the changing of the weather
e Vocabulary: the Weather
e Colouring the picture

e In class: Listen Vivaldi’s Spring and Winter and in the meanwhile draw the garden in Spring
on page 1 and the garden in winter on page 20
e At home: Understanding the text, page 6

e Fruit by my garden: complete the additional page about fruit and seasons
e Let’s read page 7
e Underline the verbs



Lesson 5:
e Two or three volunteers make a short summery of the lessons before
e Let’sread page 8, 9 and 10
e Underline the verbs
e Choose 2 verbs and say the indicative present (affirmative and negative form, than write it
down)

e Revision of the short story until now
e Oral test: read part of the text in English
¢ During the oral test the rest of the pupils work in pairs on page 11 and 12
